Water Facts

The average W. 5. household uses 350 gallons of
water per day, according to the American Water
Works Association. Depending on the region,
households use 20 to 60 percent of that total out
doors on lawns, pools and such. 5aving water out-
doors can really make a dent. Indoors, homeown-
ers, can reduce water use by about 30 percent by
installing more efficient water fixtures and regu-
larly checking for leaks. Here is where water goes
inside our homes {numbers are rounded):

The “4” Basic Steps
for a Home/Business Water Conservation

FProgram

#1 BEWATERWISE

Evaluate your wabter habits. A lot of water is
wasted because we have always thought water is plenti-
ful and cheap. Most important—THIMEK about the wa-
ter you use. Be conscious of the amount of water you
use and look for ways to use less whenever possible.

#2 REPAIRTHOSE LEAKS
One of the great enemies of a good water con-
servation program are LEAKS. You can waste 2,400 gal-

lons a year with a leak of just one drop per second. FAx
that leak don’t ignore it!

#3 REUSEWATER

Used or unused water can most often be used
for other purposes with no treatment or filbration, so
don’t throw it out. In a severe drought reusing water is
a necessity. Don’t just let that unused water go down
the drain nmake the most of it.

#4 INSTALLWATER SAVING DEVICES

Water saving devices can be purchased and easily
installed to reduce your water consumption. By invest-
ing a litde money, ime and labor you can reap big pay-
backs by installing these water saving devices to reduce
water use.

SAVE WATER INDOORS

Bathroom Tips
*  Takeshomer showers. A fourminute shower uses about 2040

mllons ofwater. Try a" Mavy' shower; get wet, tum off the
water, zomp and scrub, turn the water on and Hnge.

#  In the shower, instead of increasing the hot or cold

‘ water to adjust the water termperature, decrease the
7 flow to get the desirable ternperature.
*  FReplace vour shower head with a low-flow version
wou n save 2.5 mllons per minute.
*  Take showers instead of baths as showers use less
water.

#  |n the bath, use the minimum amooet of -
water heeded by clozing the drain first and m
filling the tub only 173 full. The initial burst :
can be warmed by adding hotwater later. Use
lezs water for your bath and zve up to 220 @mllons per month.

*  When brushing your teeth or shaving DOM'T letthe
water run. Thiz will zave 3 gallons sach per day.

*  Low flush toilets ar toilet mnlfillers can uze up to 50%
lezz water per flush

* [Don't uze wour toillet as atrashean. Place those
cigarette butts and trash in wour trashan, Each tirme you fluzh
wou could waste approsiimately 2-7 @llons.

Leaks — Check ™ Repair
*  Verify that your home is leak free. Vou could have hidden leaks.

#  Readyour water meter before and afrer a two-hour periodwhen
no water iz being used. If the meter does not read _—
exacty the same there is a leak.

#  Repair dripping fiucets by replacing washers. A small
drip from aworn washer an waste 20 @mllons per day.

Larger leaks can waste hundreds of @llons. This adds

to the cost of water and sewer utlides.
